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ORDER GRANTING UNOPPOSED MOTION TO TOLL
DEADLINE IN CONSENT DECREE

This matter came before the Court on the Unopposed Motion to Toll Deadline in Consent
Decree filed by the AEP Defendants, American Electric Power Service Corp., AEP Generation
Resources, Inc. (successor to Ohio Power Company and Columbus Southern Power Company),
Appalachian Power Company, Cardinal Operating Company, Indiana Michigan Power
Company, and Kentucky Power Company. (ECF No. 578.) Plaintiffs the United States of
