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CONTRACTUAL SERVICES AGREEMENT 

2015 WATER MAIN REPLACEMENT PROJECT (GRAND AVENUE) 
FOR EAST CHICAGO WATER DEPARTMENT 

THIS AGREEMENT is by and between the East Chicago Water Department 
(hereinafter called Owner) and Rex Construction Co., Inc. (hereinafter called 
Contractor). Owner and Contractor, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter 
set forth, agree as follows: 

ARTICLE I - SCOPE OF SERVICES 

The Contractor shall: 

A. Guarantee that it has sufficient materialss equipment, personnel, inventory, tools 
and capabilities to provide ECWD with the necessary water main replacement 
services. The inability of Contractor to provide the necessary services in a timely 
manner will result in the cancellation of the contract between the Contractor and 
ECWD, and may result in the prohibition of Contractor to be awarded future 
contracts with ECWD.

Section 2 - All reports, estimates, memoranda and documents submitted by the 
Contractor must be dated and bear the Contractor's name. 

Section 3 - All reports made in connection with these services are subject to review and 
final approval by ECWD. 

Section 4 - ECWD may review and inspect the Contractor•s activities during the term of 
this contract. 

Section 5 - The Contractor will submit a final set of as-built drawings in electronic 
(AutoCAD and PDF) and hard-copy format to ECWD. 

Section 6 - After reasonable notice to the Contractor, ECWD may review any of the 
Contractor's internal records, reports, or insurance policies, re1ated to the scope of work 
under the contract. 
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ARTICLE JV - TERM 

This contract shall be in effect during the term of the project, after the Notice to Proceed 
has been issued. 

ARTICLE V - TIME OF COMPLETION 

The work must be completed within twenty-eight (28) calendar days following Notice to 
Proceed. 

ARTICLE VI- LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 

The Contractor agrees that the "Time of Completion" is defined in the Contract and is 
within twenty-eight (28) calendar days from commencement of the work on-site and 
agrees to complete the work by said date. The Contractor and ECWD agree that 
ECWD will suffer damages each day the work remains incomplete after the Time of 
Completion and that the amount of those damages will be difficult to ascertain. 
Contractor and ECWD agree that a reasonable amount of damages for late completion 
is $500.00 (Five Hundred Dollars) per day for the first seven (7) calendar days starting 
the first day following the current contract completion date. Damages for late completion 
shall increase to $1,000 (One Thousand Dollars) per day beginning the eighth day 
following the current contract completion date, and for every calendar day thereafter 
during which the work remains incomplete. Contractor agrees to pay these sums as 
damages and agrees that they are not imposed as a penalty. 

ARTICLE VJI - PERSONNEL 

Section 1 - The contractor will provide the required services and will not subcontract or 
assign the seivices without ECWD's written approval. 

Section 2 - The Contractor will not hire any ECWD employee for any of the required 
services without ECWD's written approval. 

Section 3 - The parties agree that the Contractor is neither an employee nor an agent of 
ECWD for any purpose. 

Section 4 - The parties agree that all work done under this contract shall be completed 
in the United States and that none of the work will be partially or fully completed by 
either an offshore subcontractor or offshore business interest either owned or affiliated 
with the contractor. For purposes of this contract, the term, "offshorelJ refers to any area 
outside the contiguous United States, Alaska or Hawaii. 

ARTICLE VIII - INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT 
The contractor wm protect defend and indemnify ECWD, its officers, agents, servants,

ARTICLE IX - INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS 

The Contractor wm maintain at its own expense during the term of this Contract, the 
following insurance: 

1. Workers' Compensation Insurance with lndiana statutory limits and Employers 
Liability Insurance with a minimum limit of $100,000 each accident for any 
employee. 

2. Commercial General Liability Insurance with a combined single limit of

3. Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned, hired and non-owned vehicles 
with Personal Protection Insurance and Property Protection Insurance to comply 
with the provisions of the Indiana Fault Insurance Law, including residual liability 
insurance with a minimum combined single limit of $1,000,000 each accident for 
bodily injury and property damage. 

Insurance companies, named insureds and policy forms may be subject to the approval 
of the City of East Chicago Law Department, if requested by the Utilities Director. Such 
approval shall not be unreasonably withheld. insurance policies shall not contain 
endorsements or policy conditions which reduce coverage provided to ECWD. 
Contractor shall be responsible to ECWD or insurance companies insuring ECWD for all 
costs resulting from both financially unsound insurance companies selected by 
Contractor and their inadequate insurance coverage. Contractor shall furnish the 
Utilities Director with satisfactory certificates of insurance or a certified copy of the 
policy, if requested by the Utilities Director. 

No payments will be made to the Contractor until current certificates of insurance 
have been received and approved by the Utilities Director and City Controller. If 
the insurance as evidenced by the certificates furnished by the Contractor expires or is 
canceled during the term of the contract, services and related payments will be 
suspended. Contractor shall furnish ECWD with certification of insurance evidencing 
such coverage and endorsements at least ten (10) working days prior to 
commencement of services under this contract. Certificates shall be addressed to the 
East Chicago Water Department, 3455 Pennsylvania Avenue, East Chicago, INJ 46312, 
and shall provide for thirty (30) days written notice to the Certificate holder of 
cancellation of coverage.

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THIS AGREEMENT. made and entered into by and between the CfTY OF EAST 
CHICAGO, INDIANA, including 'IHE EAST CHICAGO PARK DEPARTMENT, THE EAST 
CHICAGO SANIT'ARY DIS'JRICT~ and the EAST CHICAGO WATER DEPAKIMENT~ THE 
EAST Cl-IICAGO PORT AUTHORITY, hereinafter referred to as the Employer, and Local 
Union No. 142~ affiliated \Yith the International Brotherhood of Teamsters, hereinafter called 
the Union~ agree to be bound by the terms and conditions of this Agreement. 

ARTJCJ.;E l - PURPOSE AND RECOGNITION 

THIS CONTRACT has been drawn up and entered into by and between the 
interested parties in a mutual and voluntary effort to promote and establish sound labor and 
Employer relations. The parties hereto, in accepting this Agreement, recognize and accept 
the mutual responsibilities of such an Agreement and will expend all efforts necessary to 
maintain efficient and equitable operating and working relationships. 

The employer hereby recognizes the Union as the soJe and exclusive hargaining 
agent for all those employees in the job classifications herein described in the matter of 
wages, hours and other terms and conditions of employment and for the purpose of 
sett1ement of an disputes and grievances atlecting such employees during the term of this 
Agreement. 

ARTICLE 2 - UNION SECURITY 

The Employer shall have the right to employ \.Vhomsoever it deterrnines is fit for 
available jobs. Any person performing any of the duties of a regular employee covered by 
the terms of this Agreement shall become a member of the Union and shall be subject to 
all the terms. conditions and provisions of this Agreement 

All employees covered by this Agreement who are members of the Union as of the 
effective date of this Agreement, and all those employees who become members after that 

date~ shall maintain their membership in good standing in the Union as a condition of 
continued employment with the Employer. 

All new regular (permanent) employees covered by this Agreement must make 
application for membership within ten (IO) days from date of employment and shall become 

members of the Union \Yithin thirty~onc (31) days from their first day of employment and 
shall maintain their membership in good standing in the Union as a condition of continued 

employment with the Employer. This ag1·eement shall not app1y to temporary summer 
employees who are employed between Memorial Day and Labor Day nor shall it apply to 
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part-time employees who are employed less than thirty (30) hours per week. Persons who are 
employed beyond the aforesaid period or who work more than thirly hours for more than two 
consecutive weeks must make application for membership as required by this section. 

ARTICLE 3 .. CHECK-OFF 

The Employer agrees to collect from wages due all employees covered by 
the provisions of this Agreement, aIJ initiation fees and dues as prescribed by the Constitution 
and By-Lmvs of the Union~ upon written authorization to the Employer from each individual 
employee. and forward same to the office of the Union. The authorization \Vill be on fom1s 
furnished by the Union and approved by the Employer and shall be in compliance whh all 
applicable State and Federal La\vs. The Union agrees to refund to the employee any 
amounts paid to the Union in error on account of this dues deduction provision. The Union 
may change the fixed uniform dollar amount which will be considered the regular monthly 
tt~e. once each year, during the life of this Agreement. The employer further agrees to 
comply with the tenns and provisions relating to DRIVE as set forth in the Memorandum of 
Understanding that is attached hereto as Exhibit "A ti and is incorporated herein by 
reference. 

ARTICLE 4 - MANAGEMENT RIGHTS 

The Employer retains and reserves all powers~ right, authority~ duties and 
responsibilities confi.med upon and vested in it by the laws and Constitution of the State of 
Indiana and of the United States, City ordinances and Code and any modifications made 
thereto, and any resolution or policy passed by the authorized legislative body su~ject to the 
limitations of the specific provisions of this Agreement. Further, an rights that ordinarily vest 
in and are exercised by employers except to the extent such rights are specifically limited 
or relinquished in this Agreement, are reserved to and remain vested in the Employer. 

If the Employer's exercise of any of the above rights is alleged by the Union or an 

employee to be in violation of a specific provision of this Agreement such dispute shall be 
resolved through implementation of ArticJe 12 of this Agreement (Adjustment of Grievance). 
The exercise by the Employer or its failure to exercise its full rights of management or 
decision on any matter or occasion shall not prohibit the Employer from exercising such 
rights in the future. 
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ARTICLE 5 - PROBATIONARY PERIOD 

There shall be a probationary period of ninety (90) calendar days for all neiv full-time 
employees covered by this Agreement, during which the employee may not file a grievance. 
Probationary employees may begin receiving health insurance benefits after sixty (60) days of 
ernployment. Seniority shall be retroactive to the first day of employment under the terms of 
this agreement 

ARTICLE 6 - HOURS OF WORK AND HOLIDAY PAY 

Section I: It is mutually agreed that this Agreement constitutes the only tenns relating 
to hours of work and holiday pay and that no agreement, oral or written, shalJ be permitted 
outside of this Agreement. 

Section 2. All employees covered by the provisions of this Agreement shall report for 
work as business demands, employees working a regular schedule (consisting of a 
consecutive five (5) day schedule between Monday through Saturday) shall not have a starting 
time later than 8;00 a.m. Employees '-'Vho are in positions where more than one shift is 
required (hereafter referred to as 11shift positions"), shall be assigned to one of three eight-hour 
shifts having the fr>llowing starting times: the first shift (also refon-ed to as the "night shift") shall 
start between 9:00 p.m. and midnight: the second shift (also referred to as the ''day shift11

) shall 
start between 5:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.; and the third shift (also refotTcd to as the "evening shift") 
shaJJ start between l :00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m. 

Section 3. Eight ( 8) hours shall constitute a minimum day's work and forty ( 40) hours shall 
constitute a minimum week's work to be completed in five (5) consecutive days. Employees in 
positions described in this contract as general classifications may be scheduled to work on 
any five consecutive days~ Monday thru Saturday. Employees assigned to a schedule outside of 
the normal Monday thrn Friday schedule \Vill be chosen by seniority staiiing with the least 
senior qualified employee. Any change in an employee's schedule will be posted on a timely 
basis and in advance of the workweek with at least five (5) days' notice being granted. Failure 
to timely post such a schedule change \Vill leave the current schedule as unchanged for the work 
week covered by the posted schedule. At least five (5) days' notice \Vill be given to an 
employee \vhen a schedule change is necessary. Employees working beyond his/her scheduled 
shift work week shall be paid time and one-half (1-1/2) for work performed on a sixth (6th) or a 
seventh (71h) day. 

1. Emergencies. Although unlikely, an exc.ep1ion to this scheduling rule would be 
mnde if a non-dty, non-man-made emergency situation arose that required large 
numbers of employees to \Vork a non-traditionaJ (Mondcty tbm Saturday) schedule. 

2, There shall not be split shifts nr split work weeks except when an emergency 
occurs. 
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3. Employees will be permitted to swap shifts (all such swaps must be done in 
\Vriting) so long as the Employer docs not incur any additional costs due to the 
swap~ and so long as both employees complete the swap during the same 
\\·orbveek, the swap does not generate any overtime, the pat1ies give at least seven 
{7) days written notice to management, and management approves the s\vap. Once 
approved, the employees involved are totally and fully responsible for coverage as 
a result of the ensuing swap. No penalty shall apply however, if either employee is 
reassigned to a different shift hy management 

Section 4. Time and one-half shall be paid for all work done over eight ( 8) hours per 
day~ and forty ( 40) \Vork or benefit hours per week. or who perfo1111 work beyond his/her 
regular schedule. shall be paid at time and one-half ( 1 1/2) when that employee has pcrfom1ed 
forty ( 40) payroll and or benefit hours. 

Section 5. For purposes of this Agreement~ legal holidays or substitutes thereof 
(hereafter referred to as "Observed Holidays0

) are as follows: New Year's Day, Martin 
Luther King's Birthday, Good Friday. Memorial Day. Independence Day~ Labor Day, 
President's Day, Veteran1s Day~ Thanksgiving Day, the day after 'Ibm1ksgiving. Christmas 
Eve~ and Christmas Day, or other observed holidays as designated by the Mayor. 

Section 6. Midnight (12:00 a.m.) constitutes the begitming of a holiday. 11 :59 p.m. 
constitutes the end of the holiday. In job classifications where more than one shift exists, 
the beginning of a legal holiday shall be the scheduled beginning of the first shift of the 
actual legal holiday as set fi)rth in Section 2 of this A11icle. In job classifications 'vhcre only one 

( 1) shift exists. the beginning of a legal holiday shall be the scheduled beginning of the shift of 
the Observed Holiday as set forth in Section -2 of this Article. Employees covered under this 
Agreemen1 shall be entitled to holiday pay which is eigh1 (8) hours of straight time at the 
normal hourly rates. Only in emergency situations or in a department's operational schedule 
\\'here there is 1nore than one shift, and at the Employer's sole discretion~ shall employees be 
offered and/or scheduled to work on any of the above mentioned legal hoJidays. An offer of 
\\'Ork on the above-mentioned holidays shall be made on a continued rotating basis employing 
a list in which employees are ranked by seniority for each job classification. 

Section 7. If an employee is required to \\1ork on a holiday, he/she shall be 
compensated as follows; 

l. If an employee works cmy hours during the observed holiday, (s)he shall be entitled 
to holiday pay equaling eight (8) hours of their straight time hourly rate. plus straight 
time for all work performed on a holiday. Work performed in excess of eight hour 
on a holiday shaU be paid at time and one-half ( 1 ~-2). 
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Section 8. Overtime shall not he paid upon overtime, nor shall overtime be paid 
more than once for the same hours \Vorked. 

Section 9. The Employer who does not notify an employee at }east two (2) hours 
prior to reporting time that there will be no work that day shall pay the employee four 
( 4) hours' pay for reporting. 

Section 10. When employees are required to work overtime (greater than eight 

(8) hours per day or five days in a work week), other than a continuing job assignment 

lasting beyond eight hours, the offer of work for such activity sha11 be made to employees 

who are qualified in the required position on a continued rotating basis employing a list 

in which employees are ranked by seniority for each job classification. 

Section 11. ln the absence of the present practice of mandatory thrlough days, 
voluntary furlough days will be allowed dependent on work demands and subject to the 
approval of management.

The Employer agrees to discuss with the Union any new job c]assifications and 
corresponding rates prior to implementation. 

Section 2. Employees who are eligible for certification incentive pay shall receive 
additional compensation after successfully passing the Wastewater Operator Certification 
Examination given by the State of Indiana Department of Environmental Management or the 
Water Treatment Plant certification examination given by the State of Jndiana. Wastewater 
Treatment PJant Operating and Collection System personnel are eligible for Class I through 
IV certification. Wastewater electrical and mechanical maintenance job classifications are 
eligible for Class I through II certification. 

Water Treatment Plant Operators and Treatment Plant Assistant Operators certification 
pay as listed be lo iv. With the exception of Rodder, Collection system personnel shall also 
receive certification pay in accordance with the schedule below. Water Treatment .Plant 
maintenance job classifications are eligible for certification pay. Water Distribution 
personnel are eligible for DSL certification. Certification incentive pay will be as follm.vs:

Certification incentive pay shall not be included in computing future general pay increases 
nor shall more than one certification be paid at any one time. Those employees who 
qualify for certification incentive pay shall maintain their certification in good standing 
at their O\Yl1 ~xpense, unless the certification is required by the State of Indiana or the 
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Employer. Failure to renew or othenvisc maintain certification in good standing shall result in 

Joss of certification incentive pay. All training expenses, examination fees, renewal fees 
and continuing education fees are the responsibility oft he employee, u n 1 es s the 
expenses or fees are incurred by the em p 1 o ye e in obtaining or maintaining 
certification re{1uired by the State of Indiana or the Employer. 

Section 3. Employees covered by the working agreement who perfom1 a function 'vithin 
the bargaining unit in a job classification at least fifty-one percent (51 %) or more of their regular 
work day shall be paid at an hourly rate specified for the job classification in which 
they have performed in the higher paying classification. 

Section 4. A minimum of two (2) hours' pay at a rate of one and 
one ha J f ( 1 ~.12) times the em p Io ye e' s reg u I a r 1 y hour I y rate shall be paid 
when called out to work after his/her regular shift is completed or on his/her reguJarly 
scheduled days off. All partial hours will be rounded up to the next nearest hour. 

Section 5. The wages contained in this Article arc subject to any economic reopener as 
described in Article 20. 

ARTICLE 8 - SHIFT DlFFERENTIAL 
Employees assigned to 'vork on the third or evening shift shall receive an additional 

Seventy~Five ($0. 75) per hour and employees assigned to the first or night shitl shaH receive au 
additional One Dollar ($1.00) per hour. 

ARTICLE 9 - VACATIONS 
Section J. It is agreed and understood that aH employees covered by the provisions of 

this Agreement shall, after one ( 1) year of service with the Employer be entitled to paid 
vacation of eighty (80) hours) at their straight time hourly rate of pay~ after six (6) 

y cars• s e rv i c e, an em p 1 o ye e shal1 receive three (3) \Veeks' vacation ( 120 hours) at their straight 
time hourly rate of pay; after twelve (12) years' service with the Employer shall receive four (4) 
wceks1 vacation (160 hours) at their straight hourly rate of pay, after eighteen ( 18) years' service 
\Vith the Employer shall receive five (5) weeks' vacation (200 hours) at their straight time hourly 
rate of pay and after t\:venty~four (24) years of service the employee shall receive six (6) weeks 
(240 hours) at their straight time hourly rate. The vacation benefit shall become effect ivc in the 
calendar year starting with the employee~ s anniversary date of hire. 
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Section 2. Vacation must be taken in weekly increments. All vacation requests must 
be mad~ in \vriting to the Employer's Department Head. In order to avoid disrupting the work 
schedule. the Department Head or his/her designee, shall designate vacation periods. 

Between December l st December 301
h, employees shall request vacation for the 

fbllowing calendar year. When setting the schedule of vacations~ the Department Head (or 
designee) shall respect the wishes of the employees to the extent permitted by the needs of the 
Department When duplication in vacation requests threaten the needs of the Department, the 
employee with the most seniority \Vill have preference and seniority shaJI prevail in the selection of 
vacations. Any changes to the vacation schedule may be made only \vith written mutual 
agreement of between the employee and employer. 

Section 3. An employee \Vho resigns or is discharged pnor to receiving his/her 
earned vacation shall receive pay in lieu of his/her vacation. 

Section 4. An employee who is eligible for three or more weeks of vacation benefit may 
elect to schedule up to one week of said benefit in one day increments. Said benefit shall be 
scheduled in accordance with Section 2 of this article; however the scheduled vacation dates 
may be clrnnged at any time by mutual agreement between the employer and the employee. 

Section 5. Employees may elect to "bank" up to one week of vacation each year up to a 
maximurn of eight weeks. Benefits accrued under this section may be used in \Veekly 
increments for medical illness or purposes as allowed by the- Family Medical Leave Act. Upon 

termination of employment fiJr any reason any benefit ac-crued under this section shall be 
paid to the employee in the full amount of the benefit so earned. 

ARTICLE IO .. UNIFORMS 

The Employer agrees to furnish an annual $300.00 clothing allowance to the employees 
covered by the terms of this Agreement, provided employees have been employed for a period 

of one (l) year. Payment will be made during the first pay in December. 'I11e clothing 
alJowance shall he used to purchase protective gear and safety shoes. The Employer will furnish 
all other OSHA required equipment. The Employer agrees to provide uniform service and to 
fbrnish each employee one set of uniforms~ including seven (7) pants and seven (7) shirts. Upon 
tennirrntion of employment. employees are required to return all uni forms to the 
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Employer. Should an employee foil to return uniforms to the Employer~ the Employer is 
authorized to deduct the cost of the uniforms from the employee's final paycheck. 

The employer shall provide employees with min gear where such gear is required by the 

natur~ of the employees position. One set of such pmtectivc rain gear shall be fitmished to each 
employee where such gear is required. lt shall be the employee~s responsibility to maintain and 

care for such gear, said gear will be replaced by the employer when deemed necessary. The 
employee shall not be responsible for normal wear and tear caused by the performance of the 
employees assigned work. 

ARTICLE 11 - ADJUSTMENTS OF GRIEVANCES 

A grievance is defined as any dispute between the Employer and the Onion or benveen the 
Employer and any employee as to the interpretation or application of the provisions of this 
Agreement. All grievances shall be processed in accordance with the following exclusive 
procedure: 

Step One: Any employee who believes that he or she has a grievance shall~ within five ( 5) 
calendar days after such employee knew or should have known of such grievance, discuss 
the matter orally with the employee's immediate supervisor to attempt to resolve the issue. The 
employee may request that his or her union steward be present at such discussion. The immediate 
supervisor shall have five (5) calendar days to respond. In cases involving discharge or layoff~ 

the Union must present the grievance in writing directly at Step T\.vo to the Department Head 
or his designee vvithin seven (7) calendar days of such employment action. Similarly, Union or 
Employer grievances sha11 be filed with the other party at Step Two. 

Step Two: lf the grievance is not resolved at Step One, the Union may, \vithin fifteen 
( 15) calendar days after the employee knew or should have known about the grievance, submit 
the grievance in \Vriting to the Department Head or his dcsignce for consideration. The 
Department Head or his designee shall meet in person or by telephone with the- Union Business 

Agent within seven (7) days after notification in order to attempt to resolve the grievance, The 
Department Head or his designee shall thereafter have seven (7) calendar days to respond. Jf 
the Department Head ol' their designee fails to respond to the grievance \vithin this specified 
period the gri~vance shall be 'determined have been resolved by default and the remedy 
sought by the uni on sha 11 be automatically granted by the employer. 
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Step 111ree: If the grievance is not resolved at Step T\vo~ the Union may1 \vithin seven 
days after completion of the process described in Step Two, submit the grievance in writing 
to the Director of Human Resources (Director of Personnel), or his/her designee~ for 

consideration. The Director of Human Resources or his/her designee shall conduct a meeting 
with the department head and the Union Business Agent to attempt to resolve the grievance. rl11e 
Director of Human Resources or his designee shall thereafter have ten ( 10) ca Iendar days to 
make a determination in the matter. 

Step Four: If the grievance is not resolved at Step Three, the grievance may be 
submitted to arbitration as to whether the Employer's action is arbitrary and capricious. Any such 
demand for arbitration shall be in \Vriting made within thirty ( 30) calendar days of the 
Employer's response to Step Two. 

Upon written demand for arbitration of a grievance, the Employer and the Union shall, 
within ten ( 10) calendar days, choose a mutually acceptable impartial Arbitrator. In the 
event the agreement cannot be reached as to the Arbitrator, the party demanding arbitration 
shall, \Vi thin fourteen ( l 4) calendar days of the written demand fbr arbitration, request a list 
of seven (7) arbitrators from the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service C'FMCS"). The 
parties shall select the Arbitrator by the "strike off' method from the FMCS panel. The Union 
and the Employer shall alternate in striking names from the FMCS panel untU one name remains, 
with the party requesting arbitration striking the first name. 

Only one grievance may be submitted to the Arbitrator at a time, unless the parties 
mutually agree otherwise. The decision of the Arbitrator shall be final and binding; pmvided. 
however~ such decision must be limited to the interpretation and application of the provisions 
of this Agreement, and the Arbitrator shall have no authority or power to add to, delete~ 
alter, amend~ or change the terms and provisions of this Agreement. Moreover~ any back 
pay or other monetary liability mvarded by the Arbitrator shall not be retroactive more than 
thirty (30) days prior to the date the grievance was raised at Step One. 

The Arbitrator's fees and expenses, as well as the costs of the hearing transcript, 

shall be borne equally by the pat1ies. Each party shall be responsible for its own expenses 
incurred in presenting its case. Since it is important that a grievance he processed as 
expe.ditiously as possib1e. the number of days indicated at each step above shall be 
deemed of the essence. and not merely procedural. Any grievance shall be considered 
withdrawn with prejudice if not filed or not appealed to the next step or to arbitration within the 
time limits set forth above. Failure of the Employer to respond within the time limits set forth 
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above shall mean that the grievance has been deemed denied and the union may proceed to the 
next step. The specified time limits may be extended only by mutual agreement in writing 
between the Employer and the Union. 

Any time period specified in this article may be extended by mutual agreement. 

ARTICLE 12 - SENIORITY & LAYOFF and RECALL 

Section 1. The Employer reserves the right to layoff employees \Vhen there is not 
sufficient work to keep the present force employed. Seniority shall prevail and is part of this 
Working Agreement. The last man hired shaIJ be the first man laid off \Vhen layoffs are 

necessary. Seniority shaU date from date of employment by the Employer under the terms of this 
agreement. Employees who have accrued seniority under previous agreements shall not be affected 

by this section. Ability and physical fitness must be equal for seniority to govern. Employer 
agrees to a two year right of recall from the date of layoff with the last empJoyee laid off to be the 
first employee rehired. When attempting to recall an employee, the Employer agrees to notif}' the 
employee by certified letter and telephone caH made in the presence of a member of the bargaining 
unit covered by this agreement. After two telephone attempts made on separate days the 
employer shall proceed to attempt to notify the next person on the seniority list. The employee 
shall have seven (7) days to respond to the letter. 

When ability and physicaJ fitness are equal, employees \\-'ith greatest seniority 
will also be given preference on promotion to higher rated jobs falling within the coverage of 
this Agreement. No employee shall be discharged without just cause. Employees with the 
same hiring date sha11 be placed on seniority list in alphabeticaJ order of their hiring date. 

City seniority shall prevail for departmental layoffs except for labor positions 
where city seniority shall prevail city-wide. In all other matters the employee~ s seniority shall 
prevail. The Employer in its sole discretion shall determine whether an emp1oyee has the ability 
to perfrnm the work in a classification other than his own. 

When employees are required for snow removal activities. an offer of work fl)r 
such activity shall be made to employees who are qualified on a continued rotating basis 
employing a list in which employees are ranked by seniority for each job classification. 

Section 2. Subject to Section 1, paragraph I of this Article relative to voluntary quit 
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and/or just cause discharge. an employee shall retain his place on the seniority list until any of the 
following conditions occur, at which time an employee name shall be stricken from the 
seniority list.

Voluntary termination by the employee. 
Death of the employee. 
Retirement of the employee. 
Termination of the employee for just cause. 
Failure of the employee to return to work af-ter a layoff within seven (7) calendar 
days after the Employer serves both oral notice and written certified letter to 
said employee to return to work. 
Failure of the Employer to recall an employee \vithin seven hundred thirty (730) 
days of the date of the said employee's layoff. 

The employee shall be responsible for providing in writing to their employer a current phone 
number and current address and advise of any change of the above information during the time the 
employee is on layoff. 

Section 3. In the event of a layoff: an employee may ''bump dovm'\ based on seniority, 
within their own classification. After exhausting his/her own classification~ the employee \Vould 
be eligible to bump into the helper rank. 

ARTICLE 13 - HEALTH AND WELFARE AND PENSION FUND 

Section 1. Effective January 1, 2013 the Employer shall for the purpose of providing 
lfealth and Wel fitre benefits, contribute the sums beJow per week per employee covered by the 
provisions of this Agreement, provided they have been on the payroll thirty (30) days or more. 
into Central States Health and Welfare Fund for the payment of Health and Welfore benefits as 
detennined by the Board of Trustees of the Fund. The Fund shall in all respects be 
administered in accordance with the Participation Agreement drawn. 

(a) Effective 1~1- 2013 thru 12-31"2013~ the contribution by the City of East Chicago 
will be $'.219 .00 per participant per week, of 'vhich the employee contribution shall 
be $9.38 per pay ($20.32 per month). 

(b) Effective 1- I- 2014 thru 12-3 I ... 2014~ the contribution by the City of East Chicago 

will be $234.00 per participant per week~ of which the employee contribution shall 
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be $10.32 per pay ($22.36 per month). 

(c) Effoctivt: 1-I ·2015 thru l 2~31-2015~ the contribution shall not exceed $269.00 per 
participant per week~ of which the employee contribution shall be $11.35 per pay 
($24.60 per month). 

(d) Effective l-1-2016 thru 12-31-2016, the contribution shall be determined with the 
employee contribution increased by ten percent ( 10%) over the amount paid in 2015. 

It is understood and agreed that the Employer ·will maintain contributions to the Health 

and W cl fare and Pension Fund in the fourth year of this Agreement in an amount to be 

determined by the Trnstees of said fund. 

Section 2. If an employee is absent because of occupational illness or injury, the required 

health and \Yel titre contribution shall be made until the employee returns to work, or few a period of 
t\velve ( J 2) months~ ·whichever period is the shorter. 

Section 3. If an employee is absent because of non-occupation illness or injury, the 
l~mployer shall continue to make the required contribution for a period of twelve (12) weeks or in 

accordance \Vith Family Medical Leave Act (FMLA), eligibility. 

Section 4. All leaves of absence, \Vhen granted by the Employer, in addition to the 
requirements of the parties~ shall be conditioned upon the employer and the employee making 
satisfactory arrnngements for paying the monthly contribution to the Health and Welfare Fund 

and at all times the payment shalJ be made hy the Employer for the period of such granted leave of 
absence. 

Section 5. Pension Fund. AJI employees covered by the terms and conditions of this 
Agreement shaJI also be covered by the tctms and conditions of the Indiana Public Employees' 
Retirement Fund. 

ARTICLE 14 - SICK DAYS I PERSONAL BUSINESS DAYS 

All employees covered by this agreement shall receive sick day/personal business day 
benefits. Sick days may be used for Hlness: persona) business or for purposes of the 
employec~'s personal business or non ... sick related absence. Sick days shall only be used for 
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illness and not for personal business. The following shall apply to the accrual and use of 
sick and personal day benefits: 

1. Sick or personal <lays shal I be considered a paid day off and shall be paid in an 
amount equal to 8 hours at the employees regular hourly pay rate. 

2. Employees will accrue sick/personal leave at the rate of one ( 1) day (8 hours) per 

month;. except that such leave \Vill not accrue during an employee's orientation 
period. No more than 3 such days may be used in any given year as personal leave 
time. Other than for use in conjunction with the FamiJy and Medical Leave Act 
(FMLA)~ all sick time must be taken in eight (8) hour increments (fulJ .. day 
increments). ff management believes an employee is misusing his/her sick time as 
evidenced by a pattern of absence, that empJoyee may be suhjcct to discipline and/or 
be required to provide a statement from a physician for each absence (unless the 
absence is due to an approved FMLA). Further, an employee that uses a sick day 
immediately before or after a holiday shall not be eligible for holiday pay. Unused 
sick days do not have a conversion value. 

3. In order for an employee to use a sick or personal day benefit he/she must report 
their absence from work for illness or personal business befbre the starting time of the 

shift they are assigned to work. 
5. SickJpersonal day benefits are intended to be used a single day at a time. If sick day 

benefits are used on three or more consecutive work days they shall be treated as 
11 sick dal' benefits and the employee shall be required to provide a medical release. 
signed by a physician or other heath practitioner, in order lo return to work. 

6. Sick/personal benefits are not to be used to extend a holiday or vacation. J f a 
sick/personal day is used on the employees last scheduled work day before or the first 
scheduled \Vork day after a holiday or a scheduled vacation, the absence shall be 
considered a "sick day" and the employee must provide proof of medical ilJness, signed 
by a licensed medical practitioner, in order to receive the sick day benefit 

7. Unused sick days may be accumulated and used by the employee up to a maximum of 60 
benefit days for use in the event of a 1ong-tem1 illness such as in conjunction with FMLA. 

ARTICLE 15 - FUNERAL LEAVE 

In the event of the death of a member of an employee's immediate family. the employee 
shall receive up to three (3) days off \Vith pay \vi thin ten (I 0) calendar days of death. Immediate 
family is defined as a spouse, parent~ sibling, child (natural~ step or adopted}~ grandparent. 
grandchild and mother or father~in-law. Excluded are former relatives due to the dissolution of 
marriage. In certain situations, the Mayor may grant additional bereavement leave on a 
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case-by .. case basis. Employees may be requested to provide copies of the certification of death, 
and proof of relationship. 

ARTICLE 16 - JURY DUTY 

All employees who are required to lose time from their regular work day by reason of 
being summoned for jury duty shall be paid an amount of money sufficient to make up the 
difference between the employee1s regular earnings at his/her regular rate for their regular 

straight time \-vork week and amount received as jurist's fee. Each employee. when 
summoned for jury duty, shall notify the Employer at which time he/she will be given a 

Certification of Jury Duty form which must be completed and certified by the Clerk of the 
Court in which he/she performed such jury service. The form will have recorded thereon the 
amount of money received hy the employee as jurist's fees. No makeup pay wilt be paid 

\Vithout a properly authenticated Certification of Jury Duty Forms. 

ARTICLE 17 - STEW ARDS 

The employer recognizes the right of the Union to designate job ste\vards from the 

Employer's list. The authority of job stewards so designated by the union shall be limited to and 
not exceed the following duties and activities: 

1. The inYestigation and presentations of grievances with his Employer or the 
employers designated representative in accordance with the provisions of this 
agreement. 

2. The transmissions of such messages and information which shaJJ originate 
with, and are authorized by the Local Union, or its officers. provided such 
messages and information: 
(a) have been reduced to writing, or, 
(b) if not reduced to writing, are of a routine nature and do not involve work 

stoppages, sJow down, refusal to handle goods; or any other interference wilh 
the Employer's business. 

Job stewards and alternates have no authority to take strike actitH1r or any other 

action interrupting the employers business, except as authorized hy official action of the 
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union. 
The employer recognizes these limitations upon the authority of job steYvards 

and their alternates, and shall not hold the Union liable for any unauthorized acts. The 
Employer, in HO recognizing such limitations, shall have the authority to impose proper 
discipline, including discharge~ in the event the shop steward has taken unauthorized 
strike action~ slowdovm. or work stoppage in violation of this agreement. 

ARTJCLE 18 - .JOB BIDDING AND TRANSFERS 

The employer \Vill post permanent job vacancies within five (5) days and they shall 

remain posted for five (S) days and shall be awarded within tvvo (2) weeks. Employees 
who are awarded the vacated job and subsequently desire to return to his/her former position 
within a thirty (30) day trial pe-riod~ which may, by mutual agreement, be extended to 90 

days, shall not he allowed to bid another job for a period of three (3) months. 

Employees awarded a vacated job, and in the judgment of the employer, after a reasonable 
trial period fail to qualif)', shall be returned to their fo1111er position without loss of seniority. Said 
trial period shall not exceed ninety (90) days. If a backup occurs, these jobs will be posted 
immediateJy. In the event the employee fails to qualify. he/she shall not be penalized and will he 
able to re-bid another job immediately. 

Seniority shall carry form c.lassification to classification. Open positions shalJ be 
posted in the department. If the open position is not filled from within the department. the 
position shall be posted in al1 City departments covered by this agreement or another 
agreement \Vith this Union. Any employee from these departments may then bid on the posted 
position. 

ARTICLE l8A \VORK ASSIGNMENTS 

TI1e employer has the exclusive right to make work assignments: however~ work 
assignments shall be made within a job classification shall be made on a fair and equitable 
basis and nepotism or favoritism shall not be considered in the making of job assignments. 
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ARTICLE 19- VALIDITY 

This Agreement shall be subject to all Federal, State and Municipal Laws~ and in the 
evem of any provision of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable by a 
court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the provisions of this Agreement shall not 

be affected thereby~ but shall continue in foll force and effect. It is further agreed that in the 
event any such provisions are finally held to be invalid, the parties hereto agree to meet within 

thirty (30) days thereof to negotiate the modification or substitution of such clause or clauses 
so held to be invalid. 

ARTICLE 20 - REOPENER 

The parties may reopen this Agreement upon sixty (60) days written notice given on 

or before May 1 of the year preceding the year where modification to this Agreement is sought 
with respect to \vages. However, in the event that health insurance benefits are no longer 

provided through an agreement with Central States as referenced in Article I 3. Section 1 d 
cannot be agreed upon, this Agreement may be reopened as to health welfare benefits. 

ARTICLE 21 - MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 

Section L The employer shall provide monthly safety meetings at the beginning or end 
of scheduled shifts. 

Section l A. The employer and the employee shall at all times comply with an sta1e 
and federal la\vs and regulations. 

Section 2. Trucks and equipment shall meet all State and Federal Safety requirements and 

at all times shall comply with DOT rules and regulations. At all times the employer and cmploye:c 
shall maintain compliance with all state and federal statutes. 

Section 3. In the event the Employer requires any employee to be tested for the presence 

of drug or alcohol for any reason~ the Employer will be responsible for all testing costs. 
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Section 4. Employees covered herein shall he subject to reasonable work rules and 

regulations. These rules shall be of a corrective and progressive nature, any employee so 
affected by any work rules shall not be discharged without just cause. 

Section 5. The employer shall provide triplicate vehicle service forms. Upon 
completion of such form a copy shalJ be provided to the employee who originated said form. 

Section 6. The employer shall establish a safety committee which shall meet at least 
monthly to review departmental safety requirements, procedures and policies and recommend 
revision and additions to such policies and procedures. The safety committee shall include 
representation from the union and employer. The employer shall also establish an accident review 
committee that shall be responsible for reviewing all work related accidents and make 
recommendations to prevent such accidents. 

Section 7. The employer shall conduct, at least annually, a mcetfog of all employees for the 
pmvose of infbrming and educating employees regarding safoty procedures~ universal precautions, 
infection control. Bloodbourne pathogens~ CPR training and other similar safety related matters. 

Section 8. The employer shall provide a bulletin board at each work location that may 
be used by the union for posting of relevant work infonnation or official union business. Only 
materials approved by the union representative and the department head shall be posted on said 
bulletin board. 

Section 9. I'J1e employer shall post and update each quarter a seniority Jisting of all 
union members. 

Section l 0. Mechanics employed under this agreement shall be rcsponsibk for 

furnishing tools socket \Vrench tools and specialized service tools~ such as heavy duty 

hydraulic tools shall be furnished by the employer. Such extraordinary tools will be 

available to be signed out by the employee on an 11 as needed'* basis. Said tools \VilJ be 

responsibi1ity of the employee until they are returned to the employer. 

Section 11. In the event that this contract is silent, the City's Employee Handbook 

shall apply. 

Section 12. All new hires to the position of helper wilJ be required to possess a 

Commercial Driver's License (CDL). 
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ARTICLE 22 - CONTRACT DURATION 

THIS AGREEMENT~ shall become effective on the I st day of January.

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IV. PROJECT INFORMATION: 

1. Project Name: East Chicago Water Department Distribution System Improvements 

2. Project Need - Describe the facility needs in terms of age, condition, date of most recent rehabilitation/replacement, and public health 
or Safe Drinking Water Act compliance issues or violations: 

The City of East Chicago's existing water distribution infrastructure assets have deteriorated due to age, causing increased water loss and 
decreased operational reliability throughout the system. In 2015, non-revenue water as a percent of water supplied was 35%. 

Many customer meters have exceeded their useful life expectancy, particularly pit meters. Several are more than 20 years old and are 
showing signs of deterioration. Beginning in summer 2011, the East Chicago Water Department implemented a meter replacement 
program to address these needs. To date, roughly one-third of all residential and commercial meters have been updated to a drive-by AMR 
system. 

Many hydrants throughout the system are inoperable or do not meet the fire-fighting needs of the City. During the summer of 2013, the City 
identified 94 hydrants in need ofrepair or replacement. During the ensuing months, 44 of the identified hydrants have been repaired or 
replaced. 

The operational status of numerous valves in the system is largely unknown. Several have been found to be inoperable during water main 
repairs, and it is likely others in the system are in a similar condition due to age and a lack of regular maintenance. Existing valve records 
are outdated and incomplete. 

Water mains in the system are also deteriorating due to age; many pipes throughout the City are 60 years and older. Currently, leaks are 
being repaired as they are located, but it is likely there are leaks that have not been identified in the system which accounts for some of the 
water loss. 

As a result of the age of many pipes in the distribution system, many service lines are comprised oflead pipe. City records estimate 4,000 
lead service lines are currently installed. In compliance with the 1991 U.S. EPA Lead and Copper Rule, the City samples for lead and 
copper every 3 years per federal and state reporting requirements. The most recent samples, collected in summer 2013, indicated a 901h 
percentile measurement for lead of0.0078 mg/L; this level was lower than the U.S. EPA action level of0.015 mg/L The City is preparing 
to gather lead and copper samples again from June-September 2016 to update the results for the current reporting period. 

The City built a new state-of-the-art membrane filtration plant in 2011 to replace an aging, deteriorated conventional filtration plant that 
was built in 1965. Severe flow limitations due to design sizing flaws of the strainer pretreatment system caused the plant to remain idle for 
nearly 2 years. After completion of system troubleshooting and implementation ofnew strainer and membrane equipment in 2015, the 
membrane plant is nearing completion of a 60-day performance test to enable full-scale operation of the treatment plant. The plant is 
expected to be fully operational by summer 2016. Afterward, the old filtration plant will be taken out of service and eventually demolished. 

From 2007-2015, the peak daily demand was 15.5 MOD and the average daily demand was 12.1 MOD. Currently, the City does not have 
24 hours of storage capacity. The City currently possesses two 4 MG storage tanks and one 1.5 MG elevated tank, for a total of9.5 MG 
storage capacity. However, one of the 4 MG storage tanks is located at the old filtration plant. It has not yet been determined whether this 
tank will remain in use after the old plant has been demolished. 

3. Proposed Project- Describe the scope of the proposed project and how it will address the applicant's needs as enumerated above. 
Please provide a map showing proposed work areas, if possible. Note: Projects that are solely for fire suppression or economic 
development are not eligible for funding under the Safe Drinking Water Act. 

In order lo improve customer service through more accurate and consistent meter readings for billing purposes and customer leak detection 
capabilities, the City is deploying an AMR/AMI system. The new system will streamline data collection and reduce customer metering 
inaccuracies. 

All remaining hydrants that have been identified for necessary maintenance will also be repaired or replaced. Water loss from theft of water 
at hydrants will also be addressed in the improvements. As a measure to enforce the current customer water purchasing policy and to allow 
for improved monitoring of illegal hydrant use, a new bulk water dispensing station will be built. The proposed facility will become the 
designated location for contractors to purchase water in bulk from the City. To aid in this effort, hydrants locks will be installed at hydrants 
that are known to be targeted for illegal use or that are located in remote areas and more difficult to monitor. 

In an effort to further quantify where water is being lost in the system, district metered areas will be established and monitored. By 
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measuring where water is flowing in the system, the City will be better able to narrow down where water is lost in the system and address 
the probable causes ofloss. Accordingly, valves in the system need to be located and exercised. A valve exercising program will be 
implemented to ensure valves that are broken or closed can be fixed. This program is necessary prior to the installation of district metered 
areas. 

A complete acoustic leak survey of the system will be performed to locate leaks that are currently present in the system. Portable leak 
logging devices that can be integrated into the AMI system will also be purchased. After the district metered areas have been established, 
leak loggers will help pinpoint the location ofleaks in metered areas that are indicating a water loss. 

In an effort to assist residents with the replacement oflead lines, the City will initiate a program for lead line replacement for residential 
homes reporting elevated lead concentrations. Eligible properties will be targeted for participation in the program based on the 2013 and 
2016 lead and copper sampling results. The City owns the service line from the water main to the curb stop. Beyond this point, the service 
line belongs to the customer. This program will fund the replacement of City-owned sections of the service lines and will partially fund 
customer-owned sections of the service lines. At this time, it is estimated the City will fund up to half of the customer's lead line 
replacement expenses. 

After the new filtration plant has become fully operational, the old filtration plant will be taken out of service. Afterwardst the City plans to 
demolish the old plant. 

The City has begun an investigation for additional storage capacity. The design of the new filtration plant included space consideration for a 
second 4 MG storage tank on site. Additional studies are necessary to determine tank size, location, and system pressure needs for the 
distribution system.
